GENERAL BUSINESS:

· Section 94 contributions.  Jan spoke to Michael Park at SCC who spoke to his supervisor re the $74,407.18 contributions.  Jan also followed up with emails, and further conversations as to where this money has gone and what has it been used for.  Both Gareth Ward and Michael Park said that the Wandean Road will be sealed in this years’ budget for Roads Recovery Scheme of which $1.4 million funding has been received this year.  It is expected that this could be done within the next twelve months. The letter that Jan sent has still not been adequately answered as to where the original contribution has been spent.  Jan will follow through until a satisfactory reply is given.

·  Anne has created a website for the Progress Association and it is up and running.  Anne has requested a cheque for $144.00 to cover the costs to date.  The website allows users to leave comments etc.  Thanks to Anne from Progress for her fantastic effort.  She will now set up email accounts for herself and other committee members.

· Jan asked the RTA about painting on road islands at the Wandean Road turnoff.  This can’t be done because there is already white painting around the outside of the island.  There should actually be reflectors on the island and if there is not then they will see to it that they are put there.  There should also be a sign with the lady/child crossing.  RTA will inspect area to see what is needed.  RTA will contact Shoal Bus to see why they do not use the turn in area – if they are unable to use it they will do something about that also.

· Application to the CCB re the boundary – Jan rang to find out what was going on.  The letter was not presented to the meeting with application and plan but will be next meeting.  Once approval comes through Anne will apply for a link to Council’s website for our site.  The application has to go to council to accept us as CCB.  This means once approved we will be able to get any information regarding any proposed developments in the area.

· Markets – Jan said she was shown a Markets & Fairs Magazine which is distributed all over Australia.  It lists all markets and fairs, days, how to get there etc.  Jan emailed them for information about listings and they have said that an example of costs would be $39.00 per issue - 6 issues per year.  A 12 month listing therefore would be $195.00.  There is a 10% discount for two or more issues.   A discussion took place as to how the markets are going. Jan said that there has been other interest e.g. a jumping castle.  There are still around 8-9 original store holders plus a few new ones.  Feedback from new people is good.  There were plenty of photos in the local papers.  Deadline for the next issue is 24 April – this will come out in mid-May.

· Anne has confirmed a booking with JB Promotions for the Village Dance.
