GENERAL BUSINESS: 

· Judy Edwards advised that she did up a bouquet of flowers for Lyn Harvey to thank her fpr auditing books

· Sussex Inlet Community Forum has asked us (as individuals) to sign their petition regarding having toilets and truck stop area erected at the Sussex Inlet Rd turn-off. Judy suggested that we re-iterate our desire for a caravan effluent dump to be placed there as well. Would need our own petition for that.

· Kaye Hilaire asked that a sign be made for the hall toilets to the effect of: 

“NO DUMPING OF CARAVAN EFFLUENT HERE. EFFLUENT DUMPS ARE AVAILABLE IN NOWRA AND ULLADULLA”

· Judy Edwards reported on Council's recycling incentive scheme and had brochures which she handed out. Members were encouraged to register for the scheme and to get their free recycling bin. Funding for this scheme runs out at end of June so will have to quick. 

· Phil Windley reminded meeting that is was time to start organising sponsors for this year's Woodchop Competition and mentioned that the Axemen's Assoc were contemplating reducing the number of events because of the perception that we didn't have enough sponsors. This generated a deal of discussion, but Jan indicated that most sponsors from last year were back on board and there was the possiblility of another major sponsor for this year. · Jan, Rob and Judy all apologised for the July, and others may also be away. On a motion of Jan Natt and seconded by Judy Edwards it was decided to cancel the July meeting. 

· Following discussion about the cancelling of the Dance in May it was decided to reschedule it for 12th September. There was some debate as to whether it should be a Family Dance or adults only. It might be worth considering making it a Family Dance again. Dee volunteered to contact a Garry Rigley (caller) and will report to the next meeting.
