GENERAL BUSINESS:

·  (Brought over from  Business Arising) Regarding the Section 94 Jan sent emails to SCC (the latest being 21st April).  Jan read the reply to the meeting and subsequent emails to and from the council.  Whilst the question of what happened to the missing Section 94 monies has still not been adequately answered by anyone at council, Jan was assured in a conversation (off the record) with Mayor Paul Green that as soon as they were in receipt of the annual money for road infrastructure, the Wandean Road would be sealed within twelve months.  He was not able to put this in writing until the monies were actually received by the Council.

· CCB – Jan received an email from the SCC to say that an advertisement would be put into local papers asking for community comments.  We will be known as Wandandian Progress Association Inc – CCB.

· Village Dance night.  Anne has the tickets ready.  The dance is for Saturday, 23rd May.  Food to be organised.  Would like to have RSVP’s by 18th May.  Jan has spoken to several people who have confirmed that they are coming.  We will get a butt of beef from South Nowra Butchers.  We will give the final numbers 2-3 days before.  Judy and Rob will supply the flowers.  We will probably do a “surprise” for dessert.  It will be a BYO salads/drinks/nibblies.  Jan has letters to go out and they include raffle tickets.  The fundraiser is for the back landing outside of the kitchen.

· Bread rolls, dance prizes, plates, whisky,  Anne Simpson to organise

· Ice Cream – Jan will check numbers and get prices

· Judy & Rob – will organise flowers

· Tables settings etc – whoever can make it on the Saturday.

· Onions/potatoes – Judy & Rob to organise

· Candles – Anne to organise
